TRUMPET SOUNDS, CLOUD DESCENDS, VOLCANIC • DON’T FORCE YOUR WAY THROUGH

THE TEN COMMANDMENTS • GOD SPOKE! THE PEOPLE HAVE HAD ENOUGH!

When the people saw the thunder and lightning and heard the trumpet and saw the 
mountain in smoke, they trembled with fear. They stayed at a distance and said to Moses, 
“Speak to us yourself  and we will listen. But do not have God speak to us or we will die.”

BUT ISAIAH DIED BEFORE EVEN THE VOICE IN THE DESERT CAME. AND SO THE PEOPLE WAIT. 800 YRS

AND SO THEY WAIT… FOR ONE DAY!

HE CAME! HE’S HERE! JESUS IS THE PROPHET, HE PASSES EVERY TEST … BUT HE DIED
AND SO THEY WAIT • LAZARUS, HIS OWN BETRAYAL, BUT ON THE THIRD DAY, HIS CRAZIEST WORDS!

HIS CRAZIEST WORDS CAME TRUE / THE MOST IMPOSSIBLE TEST!
